Once the ends wrap, let go of the hair section
and slowly bring the barrel directly to the roots,
allowing the hair to continue to wrap itself around
the barrel. No need to twist the wand.

For best results and to avoid heat damage, hold the
barrel in place for 10 seconds, then press and hold
the Cool Shot button for at least 10 seconds.
Repeat as needed until hair is dry. Turn off the
styling wand and pull the barrel straight down to
reveal your curl.
